The “Make Money Choices” budgeting tool helps students 
connect future lifestyle choices with careers that can financially support those choices. 

The 
California Career Center website provides tools for students to create Career Action Plans, 
resumes, job search letters, and a master job application. Student work can be shared with 
educators for review and editing.

The My Stuff 
CAP and the My Stuff Job Central apps are no longer available as of January 2024.

The 
app is self-contained and designed to work offline for users without internet access.
