goals
Promote positive student outcomes 
such as improved:

• Academic motivation
• Engagement
• Decision-making
• Personal accountability

to begin filling out the form.



Resume Builder

The resume builder takes 
students through the step-by-
step process of creating a 
resume.

Resume Features:
• Three resume templates
• Information also populates 

a Master Job Application

Master Job Application

The information entered to create 
a student’s resume also populates 
a master job application that 
students may use for help with 
future job applications.

Select “Job Central” in the top 
navigation, then select “Master 
Application” to view and print it.

• Reference Request
• Thank you

templates.



Portfolio

The student Portfolio is where 
students can store, print, and share 
their employment documents, 
including:
• Resume
• Master Job Application
• Career Action Plan
• Student uploads

Select Job Central > Master Job 
Application to view or print it.



High School Plan

Students use their goals
and graduation 
requirements to develop a 
plan of courses to be taken 
in each year of high school.

Make Money Choices Budgets

The budget summary 
thoroughly breaks down how 
much a student will need per 
month and year to support the 
lifestyle of their choice.

Results will enhance future 
occupation searches.



Activities: Interest Profiler

• A series of 30 or 60 rating-scale 
questions to help students 
discover their interests and how 
they relate to the world of work. 

• Results show a summary of 
student interests.

• Results will enhance future 
occupation searches.



Interest Assessments

The CareerZone Interest 
Profiler is based on John 
Holland's theory linking 
personal interests with 
work environments.
The Quick Assessment is 
a simple way to begin 
exploring occupations related 
to interests.

The Summary Report is a 
single report that contains 
the results and details of all 
the actives performed 
within the CareerZone 
website.

Students can download the 
report as a PDF and share 
the report with 
counselors.
