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A Random Poem Generator--can be used to
enable participants in making and experimenting
with coding, art and languages. A good tool for
creating visual art and learning to code.
1. Coder gives the poem generator lists of words
or phrases, which are then randomized and
drawn on the screen.

Gamification--can be adopted to enable
development through history, math and science to
create a prehistoric organism in helping students
search for information about their organisms. May
also include Visual Art to establish backgrounds.
Helps to develop skills like_collaboration and

imagination.

Sewing Circuits---can be used to create a cross
curricular between technology, physics and art.
Theory of technology made visible when the idea of
sewing circuits are introduced.
